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THE VERSATILITY OF ENVIRONMENTAL MUSEUM MODELS
IN THE WORLD MUSEUM FIELD

The aim of this paper is to study the methods of environmental museums that
allow the identification of independent models of environmental museums.
Research methodology is to apply the culturological approach using the
methods of analysis and synthesis.

Results. Analyzing the models of environmental museums, it should be noted
that they all share the same attributes that can be attributed to environmental
museums: the “environment” as the main object of museum studies and new
approaches to communicating with museum visitors through five sensory
channels(sight, hearing, sense of smell, touch, taste). Thus, the followingmodels
of environmental museums, the author distinguishes: ecomuseum, scansen,
site-museum, theme park, living museum, territory of living traditions.

Inturn, the methods usedin museum design and reproduction of the environment
(fixation, modeling, reconstruction and revitalization) will be distinctive features
that allow the identification of individual models of environmental museums.
Novelty. This work is the first attempt in Ukraine to synthesize the versatility of
models of environmental museums with the isolation of the methods used in the
museum environment.

The practical significance. The isolation of models of environmental
museums that museum not only the real (cultural and natural environment)
within tangible heritage, but also the real (fantastic / fairy) environment justifies
the need to revise the concept of “environmental museums” and develop a new
classification.
