N. Bedrina. Digital decolonization and women’s
leadership in digital humanities: strategies for preser-
ving Ukrainian heritage during the war

The relevance of the article. The full-scale Russian
invasion of Ukraine has created an existential threat
to cultural heritage, manifesting in both physical
destruction and ongoing colonization. In the digital age,
the battle for identity unfolds within museum registries
and search algorithms, where Ukrainian art is often
mislabeled under imperial narratives. This necessitates a
shift toward digital decolonization driven by innovative
leadership models.
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The purpose of the article. The article aims to analyze
the strategies of digital decolonization and the role of
female leadership in Digital Humanities as key factors in
preserving Ukrainian cultural heritage during wartime.

The methodology. In the study we applied a
qualitative analysis of contemporary digital initiatives
and instrumental case study method. The theoretical
framework is based on the principles of Data Feminism,
critical heritage studies and archival theory. The research
examines the activities of international volunteer
networks, individual digital activism, and high-tech
architectural documentation projects.

The results. It is established that digital decolonization
in DH functions through two main vectors: the emergency
preservation of data and the corrective transformation of
narratives. The study highlights the success of individual
activists in changing colonial attributions in global
institutions. Integration of LiDAR scanning and drone
photogrammetry provides legal evidence of war crimes
and a foundation for physical reconstruction.

The scientific novelty. The research synthesizes the
concepts of data feminism, digital decolonization, and
wartime heritage preservation within the Ukrainian
context. It defines a new model of networked leadership
characterized by horizontal cooperation, inclusivity,
and the ethics of care, which proves more resilient than
traditional institutional hierarchies.

The practical significance. The findings can be utilized
by museum professionals, IT specialists in the cultural
sector, and government bodies to develop decolonial
metadata standards and digital preservation protocols.
The analyzed methods of 3D documentation provide a
ready-to-use framework for post-war reconstruction
projects.

Conclusions. Digital decolonization is not a technical
task but a political act of reclaiming agency. Female

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leadership in DH facilitates the transition from passive
archiving to active resistance. By combining high-tech
precision with ethical leadership, Ukraine constructs a
decolonized digital future.
